CALL TO ORDER


Reeve Diane Brewer called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Fire Chief Greg Rankin and Association Members Tim LaCroix and Bob Harris 
· Fire Equipment suits – Tim LaCroix advised Council that the Association would pay for 1 suit and Council agreed that another one could be ordered and paid from the Fire Department budget.   Council advised Greg and Tim and Bob that the suits were not to be ordered until the office received written confirmation from the Association that they would pay for the one.  Tim advised Council that at the moment they could not pay for the suit but would have the money by the end of the year.  Council understood that Greg Elliot had lent the department some suits until the new ones could be purchased so that everyone will have the appropriate safe equipment to wear to attend calls.

· Information from Greg Elliot.  Council asked the Clerk to invite Greg to the next Council meeting. 
· Clean up of fire hall, roll up door, exhaust fan, walls cleaned etc.  Greg advised Council that he chose the date of Oct. 15th to clean the hall and that he was waiting for the Association to agree with that date. 
· CN Railway Emergency Response two day course.  Greg didn’t think it was necessary to send anyone to that course at this time. 
Model A repair.  Greg said that a new gas tank was being ordered for the truck. 
· County Fire Inspection at the fire hall. Greg advised the Clerk that he knew the emergency lights needed to be repaired and that the one fire extinguisher was outdated.  He said it should be left in the hall and that it could be used for training purposes.  Greg said he would make a list of all the fire extinguishers and the dates of when they will need to be replaced. 
Greg advised Council that there was a 100 foot 4” high volume hose that had been pulled out of service because it had been taped so they cut the hose and made it into 2 50’ hose. 

Greg said that the pumper needs to be tested every year and now that Howard Longley was no longer in business he wondered if he should get a quote from Clare Webber who was recommended by Howard.  Howard’s price to do a pump test was usually around $350.

Council agreed that Greg could send 2 more suits away to be cleaned.  He said three others would not pass so Council questioned why send them away if he knows they are too old and will not pass.  Council understood that when 2 more suits were ordered then the department would only be short 1 suit and since Greg Elliot is lending the department suits then they asked Greg to wait until the 2012 budget to ordered one more.  Greg will provide a list on all suits with the dates on when they will need to be replaced. 
Greg advised Council that he understood that the helmets might also be outdated and wondered if new liners could be ordered.  Council agreed for him to get quotes.

Water/Sewer/Drainage Report. 

Water

· Update on installation of electronic meters.  Kelly is still replacing meters as they are required.  
· Water consumption discrepancy at 4 Dundas St. (no letter to date from homeowner).  Council agreed with the report from the Clerk on the consumption used by the occupant at 4 Dundas St. 
· Flushing lines are due in Sept/Oct.  Kelly said he would flush the lines on Sept. 24th and asked the Clerk to advise the ratepayers and SWM.  He will also open and close valves that day too. 
· Calibration of main meter is due in Sept.   Betty will schedule the calibration and advise Kelly and SWM of the date. 
· Lead testing on the water distribution system is due in Sept. Kelly will take the required sample on the same day that the hydrants are being flushed.  
· Park shut down – end of Sept. mid Oct.?  Kelly wants to wait until after Ed has been here to shut down the splash pad.
· Splash pad will be winterized possibly 1st week in Oct. (Ed of ABC)


Sewer – Ron advised the office that over the long weekend there were a few call outs to the plant because the sensor on the SBR tanks failed causing the timing to fill and decant to fail etc. The filters became clogged and had to be cleaned.  He had one new sensor in inventory to use.  He has ordered 2 new sensors – one for the other tank and one for a backup.  The cost will be approximately $2000.
